Event Base: Standard of Freedom, New Lane, Halifax.

Registration and download at the pub; we have a (covered) outdoor area
reserved. Start and finish approximately 500m away. Refreshments
available & toilets (at the pub). Maybe stay for their pub quiz night
afterwards.

Public Transport: Close to various bus routes. 2.5km from Halifax
railway station.

Terrain: These two woods are local nature reserves and are lovely in the spring with
bluebells (and not too much undergrowth!). Both are steep sided decided deciduous
woodlands below a line of small crags and have lots of small paths. They also
feature a few remnants of wartime training trenches.

Maps: 1:5000 scale 5m contours. Surveyed in 2025 by Jonathan Emberton, base
map by Alasdair Pedley.

Start: Open punching starts 500m from the Event Base between 6pm and 7pm
Finish: Adjacent to the Start. Courses close 8pm.
Entries: Through the Racesignup entry page up to the day of the event
